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Our human service programs provide pet owners with the resources they need to support a 
happy, healthy relationship with their pets.

The Pet Food Pantry ensures families experiencing food insecurity can feed their pets. 
13,120 pounds of pet food were given to 186 families. 

The SafePet program offers free refuge to pets whose owners are fleeing a domestic 
violence situation or are experiencing a housing crisis. 23 SafePet companion 
animals were supported. 

The CARMA program provides affordable lifesaving surgeries for pets in low-income 
households. 129 CARMA pets received care in our facility. 

By enforcing animal cruelty laws in York County, we stand 
up for vulnerable pets. 

Our Humane Society Police Officer, Officer Cruz, 
conducted 1,038 animal welfare checks and 250 
investigations of animal cruelty or neglect.
 
309 animals were surrendered to Officer Cruz. 

His investigations led to more than 150 charges 
pressed and over 25 animal cruelty convictions. 

We rescue animals from cruelty and neglect.
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We help keep people and pets together. 



On average, a female cat will have one to two litters of 
about three kittens each per year. Female cats can 

reproduce throughout their entire lives (12-15 years on 
average). Meaning, one of those 3,403 female community 

cats could produce 36 - 90 kittens. Imagine how 
out-of-control the community cat population would be if 

we did not have an aggressive spay/neuter program.

Our Spay/Neuter Clinic reached its maximum capacity for the number of surgical procedures 
possible in a year.

Our TNR (Trap-Neuter-Return) program offers very low-cost spay/neuter for 
outdoor, free-roaming cats, also known as community cats.

We control animal population growth rates in York County.

 9,398 The clinic spayed and neutered 9,398 animals in 2021!

6,258  In 2021, 6,258 community cats were spayed or neutered. 
Of those, 3,403 were female cats. 
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We’ve come a long way over the past two years. In 2019, our save rate 
was about 64%. In 2020, we began a best practices transformation 
journey, which involved addressing our community cat challenges, 
reducing barriers to adoption, leveraging technology, and more. 
These initiatives helped us end 2020 with a 79% save rate.

By expanding upon our best practice transformation work, 
we improved our save rate to 84.6% in 2021. Our goal is to 
achieve an overall 90% or better save rate, which would 
classify us as a “no-kill” animal shelter. 

For dogs, our save rate was 92.6%, which is especially 
impressive considering that we took in 800 dogs, many of 
which suffered from medical issues, behavioral problems, or 
trauma from cruelty or neglect. Our feline save rate was 78%, 
which is improving, but we know we can do better.

We are on a journey to improve our save rate.
